IMF Spring Meeting

IMF Symposium

May 12 & 13, 1999

On Wednesday, May 12, 1999, the IMF Spring Meeting was held at the Holiday Inn RIDC in Pittsburgh, PA.  In the business portion of the meeting, Prof. Alex Zavaras stated that a second publication of IMF Symposium papers is being considered.  Sales of the first publication of IMF Symposium Proceedings remain strong.  The board was directed by the membership to resolve IMF’s tax-exempt status by the meeting in the fall.  Election of new officers for next year will take place at the Fall Meeting as well.  Sorel Forge in Sorel, Quebec Canada will host the Fall Meeting.  The IMF meeting will take place on Thursday, September 30, 1999 and the plant visit to Sorel Forge will occur on October 1, 1999.  Mr. Eakin reported that the IMF account currently has a balance of $89,041 (excluding IMF Symposium monies & expenses).  Mr. Dawson reported that 22 member companies have paid their 1999 IMF dues, including two new member companies.  Six former member companies have not yet paid.  Several companies who are not currently members will be invited to attend this year’s Fall Meeting.    

There were 26 attendees (see attached) at the Wednesday IMF Meeting.  Mr. Antos asked that topics for the January 2000 Education Day meeting and for next year’s IMF Symposium be submitted to him.  Some possible subjects discussed today included residual control, size & shape effects on solidification, mold addition practices, plasma mold stirring and gas shrouding. 

In the technical discussion portion of today’s meeting, Mr. Eakin gave an update on the Water Modeling R & D project being chaired by Rich Lidstone.  On June 10, 1999, the IMF water modeling subcommittee members will meet with McDermott Technology Research Company at Ellwood Quality Steels in New Castle, PA to discuss a project proposal.  All members should submit their input on the water modeling they would like to see done to Rich Lidstone by June 4, 1999.  At least one additional bid for the water modeling work to be performed will be obtained by the Fall Meeting.  At the Fall Meeting, the IMF membership will decide who will get the contract.  A lively discussion was also had on the subjects of mold purging, steel cleanliness, oxygen testing and hydrogen testing.    

On Thursday, May 13, 1999, the Twelfth Annual IMF Symposium was held at U-PARC in Harmarville, PA.  There were a total of 47 attendees.  The theme was:  Ingot Quality – Back To Basics.  Excellent presentations were given on the use of rate-of-rise instrumentation, rotary gates and forging ingot cleanliness and quality.
